Today I was able to successfully put licensee (Mr & Mrs. Ved, a senior citizen couple) in occupation of a flat in a society at Vile Parle (E).

After reading Jeby’s name in a magazine one Mr & Mrs. Merchant who are owning a flat in a society at Vile Parle had approached him for distress help as the rogue Mg.Committee was acting difficult and not allowing them to let their flat on L&L basis since last 2-years to anybody.  Mr & Mrs. Ved, senior citizens whose bldg went in for re-development and were in search of accommodation close by in the same locality approached the Merchants for provide them their flat on L&L basis. The rogue committee had threatened that they will not allow anybody to enter the premises let alone the flat and the guards were instructed accordingly. Even when all the formalities were completed the rogue committee did not issue NOC for L&L to the Merchants.

1. The society is charging double the maintenance to all owners who have let their flats on L&L and all are paying. In 2010 the society earned 8.5 lakhs as L&L fees in 2011, 9.6 lakhs and in 2012, 10 lakhs!

2. The society is charging maintenance on sq.ft basis 
3. The society is charging car parking even from those who do not have a car!

4. Etc, etc
All the above is not our concern at the moment.
Today, after about 8-days of paper work and grasping of the ground situation including preparation for lodging of complaint u/s.341 of IPC with the Police we loaded the household goods of licensee (Mr & Mrs. Ved) on the tempo and shifted them lock, stock and barrel into their new place i.e. this Vile Parle society. We went in with both video cameras rolling one after the other (one visible and other invisible) into the society gates in full public view and nobody stopped us! Neither the 6 security guards stationed at the gates and nor the committee members!

End of the day the Merchants and Veds were very thankful to the RTIU Forum including  Jeby. 

By this a lot of goodwill has been generated even in this class (Old) of people who are not at all computer savvy.
